Hassan Muhammad Abu Bakr Qayed was listed on 15 September 2011 pursuant to paragraphs 4 and 5 of
resolution 1989 (2011} as being associated with Al-Qaida for “participaiing in the financing, planning,
facilitating, preparing, or perpetrating of acts or aclivities by, in conjunction with, under the name of, on
behalf of, or in support of” or “otherwise supporting acts or activities of” Al-Qaida (QE.A.4.01).

Additional information:

Hassan Muhammad Abu Bakr Qayed, a.k.a. Abu Yahya al-Libi, is a senior AQaida (QE.A.4.01) leader who,
as of late 2010, was responsitle for the supervision of other senior Al-Qaida officials. He has played a
number of significant roles in the organization: Al-Libi was an Al-Qaida commander in Pakistan, in which
capacity he commanded a group of Al-Qaida fighters and provided financial assistance to Al-Qaida fighters
in Afghanistan. Al-Libi has aiso been a top Al-Qaida strategist, a field commander in Afghanistan, and an
instructor at an Al-Qaida training camp.

Al-Libi is also a prominent figure in Al-Qaida’s media operations and has been refermed to as its propaganda
chief. AkLibi began appearing in Al-Qaida media productions in May 2006 and is one of Al-Qaida’s most :
vocal public figures. As of Aprit 2010, Al-Lipi had released 68 messages on behalf of Al-Qaida and was d
second in visibifity only to Ayman al-Zawahiti (QF.A.6.01). Among other things, Al-Libi has urged Pakistanis  §

pursuant to paragraphs 4 and 5 of resolution 1889 (2011} as being associated with Al-Qaida for
*participating in the finanicing, planning, facilitating, preparing, or pemetrating of acts or activities by, in
conjunction with, under the name of, on behalf of, or in support of” or “supplying, selling or fransfering ams
and related materiel to” Al-Qaida {QE.A.4.01) and the Organization of Al-Qaida in the Islamic Maghreb
{(QE.T.14.01).

Additional infarmation!

Abd al-Rahman Ould Muhammad al-Husayn Ould Muhammad Salim, a.k.a. Younis al-Mauritani, is a senior
Al-Qaida (QE A 4.01) leader who was in charge of Al-Qaida's extermnal operations as of mid-2010. Based in
Pakistan, Salim was planning an attack on European economic targets as of fate 2010. The former leader of
Al-Qaida, Usama bin Laden (QI.B.8.01), had devoted most of Al-Qaida’s funds to support Salim's plan.
Salim swore allegiance to Bin Laden in the late 1990's.

Salim has also been involved in the Salafist Group for Call and Combat (GSPC), which merged with
Al-Qaida in 2007 and became the Organization of Al-Qaida in the 1slamic Maghreb (AQIM) (QE.T.14.04).
Salim joined GSFC in 2001; he fought in Maurtania and served as a communications link between GSPC
and Al-Qaida. As of late 2008, Salim was wanted in Mauritania for planning an attack in 2005 against the
Mauritanian mifitary. At the same time he provided weapons and explosives training to AQIM members in
Mali, including in the use of AK-47 assault rifles and rocket-propelied grenades. Salim has also fought
against Algerian forces on behalf of GSPC and was sent by GSPC leaders to Pakistan to amange the
merger between GSPC and Al-Qaida.

I have the honour to refer to Security Council resolution 1989 (2011) which
relates to the woik of the Al-Qaida Sanctions Commiltee. ln accordance with
paragraph 35 of that reschution, the Secretariat shall, after a name is removed from
the Al-Qaida Sanctions List maintained by the Security Council Al-Qaida Sanctions
Committee, notify the Permanent Mission of the country or countries where the
individual or entity is believed to be located and, in the case of individuals, the
country of which the person is a national (to the extent this information is known).

Accordingly, pursuant to the above-mentioned provision of resolution
198% (2011), 1 hercby notify you that the aname of Abdul Latif Saleh, formerty listed
under reference number QLS. 191.05, was removed from the Al-Qaida Sanctions
List on 22 August 2011 and is therefore no longer subject to the sanctions measures
{assets frecze, travel ban and arms embargo) set out in paragraph 1 of resolution
1989 (201 1) and in other relevant resolutions. Based or the information provided
to the Committee, Jordan has been identified as being the country of restdence and a
country of nationality of Mr. Salch.

T would also like to draw the attention of the relevant authorities in your
country to the provision of paragraph 35 of resolution 1989 (2011) by which the
Security Council "'f...] decides rhat States receiving such notification shall take
measures, in accordance with their domestic laws and practices, to notify or inform
the concerned individual or entity of the delisting in a timely manner.”
