7- Summary of the Company’s performance for the last fiscal year

Arab Bank Group reported net profit after tax and provisions of USD 577.2
million in 2014, a growth of 15% compared to the profit reported in the
previous year. The Board of Directors recommended distributing
dividends of 24.5% for the year 2014, made up of cash dividends of 12%
and distribution of two free shares for every sixteen shares.

Despite the challenging environment and the devaluation of several major
currencies, the bank managed to grow loans and advances by 3% to
reach USD 23.7 billion, compared to December 2013, while customer
deposits grew by 2% to reach USD 35 billion. Adjusting for the impact of
exchange rates and extraordinary items, loans and customer deposits
grew by 9% and 7% respectively.

Key financial indicators remain strong as the Bank’s liquidity continues to
be robust with a loan-to-deposit ratio of 67.7%. Capital adequacy ratio
reached 14.8% as at end of December 2014.
