Introduction

We have reviewed the accompanying interim condensed statement of financial position of
Al Ekbal Printing and Packaging Company ~ Public Shareholding Company (the “Company”)
as at 30 June 2018 and the related interim condensed statements of income and
comprehensive income for the three and six months period ended 30 June 2018, changes in
shareholders’ equity and cash flows and explanatory notes for the six months period then
ended.

Based on our review, nothing has come to our attention that causes us to believe that the
accompanying interim condensed financial statements is not properly prepared, in all material
respects, in accordance with IAS (34).

Emphasis of matter

With reference to Note 1 to these interim condensed financial statements, the General
Assembly resolved in its extraordinary meeting held on 17 April 2018 to change its current
activities of printing and packaging and introduce new activities to the Company.

The General Assembly delegated to the board of directors to execute this resolution, cease
the current activities of the Company and sell the property and equipment to enable the
transformation to the new activities. Following the General Assembly resolution, the Company
sold its machinery and equipment in May 2018 and resolved on 3 May 2018 to stope receiving
any new sales orders by 15 May 2018.

The management prepared these interim condensed financial statements in accordance with
the going concern basis as the General Assembly resolution did not resolve to discontinue the
Company but rather to only change its activities. Accorddingly, these interim condensed
financial statements did not include any adjustments that might be necessary in the case of
discontinuing the Company. Our opinion is not modified in this respect.

(1)  GENERAL INFORMATION

Al Ekbal Printing and Packaging P.S.C. was established as a Public Shareholding Company
on 27 January 1984 with a capital of JD 8,000,000 distributed into 8,000,000 shares at 1 JD
per share. It was registered at the Ministry of Industry and Trade under the number {264) in
accordance with the Jordanian companies Law.

The General Assembly of the Company decided in its extra ordinary meeting held on 22 April
2006 to approve the recommended decrease in capital of the Company by JD 3,000,000 to
become JD 5,000,000 distributed into 5,000,000 shares at 1 JD par value per share. The
General Assembly of the Company decided in its extra ordinary meeting held on 11 April 2016
to approve the recommended decrease in capital of the Company by JD 1,500,000 due to the
excess of needed, to become JD 3,500,000 distributed into 3,500,000 shares at 1 JD per value
per share.

The Company's main objectives are to practice printing and packaging and other related
activities,

The General Assembly of the Company decided in its extra-ordinary meeting held on
17 April 2018 to add new objectives to the company and amend Article 4 of the Memorandum
of Association to become in line with the new objectives. In addition, they resolved to transfer
from the current operational activity of the Company related to printing and packaging to other
new investment activities according to the proposed objectives, approval of the sale of the
Company's assets, including the land, building and machinery. The Board of Directors shall be
authorized to take all actions to achieve and execute the sale, and authorize the Board to stop
the current activity of the Company and take what deems necessary to achieve and execute
the sale of assets in order to switch to other investment activities.

Following these resolutions, the Board of Directors resolved in its meeting held on 3 May 2018
to stop receiving new sales orders. During May 2018, the Company sold its machinery to
execute their resolutions and recognised a profit of JD 625,268.

The Company shares are quoted in Amman stock exchange.

The Main location of the company is in Na'our, P.O Box 401 Na'our 11710 — Jordanian
Hashemite Kingdom.

The financial statements of the Company were authorized for issuance by the Board of
Directors 30 July 2018.

Basis of preparation

The accompanying interim condensed financial statements for the six months ended
30 June 2018 has been prepared in accordance with IAS 34, ‘Interim financial reporting'.

The financial statements are presented in Jordanian Dinars.

These interim condensed financial statements do not include all the information and
disclosures required in the annual financial statements prepared in accordance with
International Financial Reporting Standards and should be read in conjunction with the
financial statements of the Company for the year ended 31 December 2017.

Changes in accounting policies and disclosures

The accounting policies used in the preparation of these interim condensed financial
statements are consistent with those used in the preparation of the Company's last
audited financial statements for the year ended 31 December 2017. Except for the
application of new standards and amendments to existing standards as described
below, Are significant to the Company's interim condensed financial statements.

{3) FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

3.1 Financial risk factors

The Company's activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including
foreign currency risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. The Company's overall risk
management programme focuses on the unprediciability of financial markets and seeks
to minimise potential adverse effects on the Company’s financial performance.

a. Market risk
(i) Foreign exchange risk

The Company's main transactions are either in Jordanian Dinars, US Dollars or Euros.
The exchange rate is fixed when translating JO Dot USD or vice versa, which does not
put the entity at a foreign-currency-translation-risk. This risk is caused by transactions
translated to (from) Euro.

(ii) Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk

The Company’s interest rate risk arises from loans and bank facilities. Borrowings
issued at variable rates expose the Company to cash flow interest rate risk which is
partially offset by cash held at variable rates. Borrowings issued at fixed rates expose
the Company to fair value interest rate risk.

The following is an analysis of interest rate exposure taking into consideration
refinancing, renewal of existing positions, and alternative financing. Based on this
analysis the impact on profit and loss of a defined interest rate shift (increase/decrease)

b. Creditrisk

Credit risk also arises from cash and cash equivalents and deposits with banks and
financial institutions. For banks and financial institutions, the Company deals mainly
with high rated institutions that have good reputation. The utilization of credit limits is
regularly monitored. No credit limits were exceeded during the reporting period.
Concentration risk is comprised of two major receivables which represent 40% of the
total receivables.

c. Liguidity risk

The company's finance monitors rolling forecasts of the Company's liquidity
requirements to ensure it has sufficient cash to meet operational needs while
maintaining sufficient limits on its undrawn committed borrowing facilities.

Capital risk management

The company's objectives when managing capital are safeguarding the Company's
ability to continue as a going concern in order to provide returns for shareholders and
benefits for other stakeholders and to maintain an optimal capita! structure to reduce
the cost of capital.

The Company monitors capital by monitoring the gearing ratio. This ratio is calculated
as net debt divided by total capital. Net debt is calculated as total borrowings (including
loans, bank overdraft, trade payables, other credit balances and amounts due from
related parties) less cash on hand and at banks, as shown in the consolidated statement
of financial position.

{4) CRITICAL ACCOUNTING ESTIMATES AND JUDGMENTS

Estimates and judgements are continually evaluated and are based on historical experience
and other factors, including expectations of future events that are believed to be reasonable
under the circumstances.

The Company makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting
accounting estimates will, by definition, seldom equal the related actual results. The estimates
and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the carrying
amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year are addressed below.

Income tax

The Company is subject to income tax. Significant judgement is required in determining
the provision for income tax. There are many transactions and calculations for which
the ultimate tax determination is uncertain. Where the final tax outcome of these matters
is different from the amounts that were initially recorded, such differences will impact
the income tax in the period in which such determination is made.

Provision for impairment of trade receivables

The Company establishes a provision for impairment of trade receivables. The
recoverable amount of the trade receivables is compared to the carrying amount of the
receivables to determine the amount of impairment. This calculation requires the use of
estimates,

Provision for slow-moving inventory

The Company establishes a provision for slow-moving and obsolete items. The
recoverable amount of the items is compared to the carrying amount to determine the
needed provision. This calculation requires the use of estimates.

Provision for employee end of services

The company calculates the end of service provision according to the end of service
benefits policy and based on the years of service and salaries of employees as at the

end of each financial year and based on the actuarial study over the employee’s end of
service provision,

(6)  PAID-IN CAPITAL

The total authorized and paid in capital amounted to JD 3,500,000 divided into 3,500,000 shares
with a par value of JD 1 per share as at 31 December 2017.

The General Assembly of the Company decided in its extra ordinary meeting held on 13 March
2018 to approve the distribution of 800,000 JOD dividends.

{7)  STATUTORY RESERVE

According to the Jordanian Companies Law and the Company's bylaws, the Company should
deduct 10% of its annual net profit for the account of the statutory reserve, and continue in
deducting the same percentage each year provided that the total deducted amounts for the
reserve should not exceed 25% of the relevant the Company’s capital. For the purposes of this
law, the net profit represents the profits before deducting the income tax provision. This reserve
is not available for distribution.

The entity did not transfer any amounts to the statutory reserve during the six months ended
30 June 2018, as those are interim condensed financial statements.

(8) BANK OVERDRAFT

The Company obtained a short term facilities from local banks with a limit of JD 2,018,850 with
annual interest rate between 4.25% and 8.5%.

The fair value of current borrowings equals their carrying amount, as the impact of discounting
is not significant.

{9)  INCOME TAX

Income tax provision is calculated for the six-month- period ended 30 June 2018 in accordance
with the tax law number 34 for 2014 and its subsequent amendments.

The entity obtained its final tax clearance from the tax department in 2015. This resulted after
they have submitted the income tax return form to the tax department for the financial years
ended 31 December 2016 and 2017. The sales and income tax depariment has not reviewed
the company’s records for the years 2016 and 2017.

The General Assembly of the Company decided in its extra-ordinary meeting held on 17 April 2018
to transfer from the current operational activity of the Company related to printing and packaging
to other investment activities according to the proposed objectives, in addition to the approval of
the sale of the company's assets, including the land, building and machinery.

Later the Board of Directors of the Company decided in its meeting held on 3 May 2018 the
following as related to the discontinued operation:

(a) In related to the ceased printing and packaging operation
1- Complete and deliver all current and pending sales orders by no later than 30 May 2018.

2- Stop receiving any new sales orders after 15 May 2018.

During June 2018, the company received the bids on the tenders for the machines and the
inventory, and completed the sale process of these machines and realized a gain on sale as of 30
June 2018 amounted to JD 625,268.

As for the land and buildings, the board of directors did not initiate the sales transaction and did
not locate an active buyer to sell those assets up to the date of approving and signing these interim
condensed financial statements. Accordingly, these assets were not classified as (assets held for
sale) in the statement of financial position as they do not meet the criteria as per the requirements
of IFRS 5 as of 30 June 2018 and they are classified in the interim condensed statement of
financial position under property, plant and equipment.

{(15) CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES AND DISCLOSURES — IMPLEMENTATION EFFECT

This note explains the impact of the Company's adoption of IFRS 9 “Financial Instruments” and
IFRS 15 “Revenue from Contracts with Customers”,

a) IFRS 9 “Financial instruments”

IFRS 9 establishes requirements for the recognition and measurement of financial assets and
financial liabilities and certain contracts for the purchase or sale of non-financial items. This
standard replaces 1AS 39 "Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement".

Details of the significant new accounting policies and the nature of changes in previous
accounting policies are set out below.

Classification and measurement of financial assets and financial liabilities

IFRS 9 largely preserves the current requirements of IAS 39 with a view to classifying and
measuring financial liabilities. It excludes the categories previously stated in IAS 39 relating to
held-to-maturity financial assets and loans and advances and available-for-sale.

The adoption of IFRS @ did not have a material impact on the Company's accounting policies
relating to financial liabilities.

The impact of the IFRS on the classification and measurement of financial assets is as follows:

In accordance with IFRS 9, upon initial recognition, financial assets are classified as financial
assets at amortized cost or at fair value through other comprehensive income - investments in
debt instruments, or at fair value through other comprehensive income - investments in equity
instruments Or at fair value through profit or loss. The classification of financial assets in
accordance with IFRS 9 is usually based on the business model by which the financial asset is
managed and the characteristics of its contractual cash flows.

The classification depends on the business model of the Company's management of financial
assets and contractual terms of cash flows. The Company's financial assets are measured at
amoriized cost and are the closest to the Company's business model.

The Company has not classified any financial asset at fair value through profit or loss and other
comprehensive income.

Financial assets measured at amortized cost

The financial asset shall be held at amortized cost if the following conditions are met:

1- The financial asset is retained within the business model whose objective is to hold the financial
asset in order to collect contractual cash flows,

2- The contractual terms of the financial asset result in specific dates of cash flows that are
amounts of the original amount and interest on the principal outstanding.

Financial assets measured at amortized cost include:

- Trade and other receivables
- Cash on hand and at banks.

After initial measurement, financial assets are subsequently measured at amortized cost using
the effective interest method less impairment in value (if any). Amortized value is calculated by
taking into account any discount or premium on acquisition, fees and costs that are an integral
part of the effective interest rate. The amortization of the effective interest rate is included in the
financing income in the statement of profit or loss. Impairment losses are recognized in the
statement of profit or loss.

Impairment of financial asseis

At each reporting date, the Company assesses the probability that there is evidence that a
financial asset or a group of financial assets has been impaired. Impairment is recognized when
one or more events have occurred since the initial recognition of the asset affects the estimated
future cash flows of the financial asset or group of financial assets that can be reliably measured.

IFRS 9 requires the company to adopt its expected credit loss model! for impairment of financial
assets, not necessarily a credit event for recognition of credit losses. Instead, the entity uses the
expected credit loss model, usually by calculating expected credit losses and changes as of the
date of each statement financial position.

The company has one type of financial assets that is subject to IFRS 9's new expected credit loss
model:

- Trade and other receivables

While cash and cash equivalents are also subject to the impairment requirements of IFRS 9, the
identified impairment loss was immaterial.

The new standard outlines a ‘three-stage’ model (‘general model’) for impairment based on
changes in credit quality since initial recognition:

- Stage 1

Includes financial instruments that have not had a significant increase in credit risk since initial
recognition or that have low credit risk at the reporting date. For these assets, 12-month expected
credit losses (‘ECL’) are recognised and interest revenue is calculated on the gross carrying
amount of the asset (that is, without deduction for credit allowance). 12-month ECL are the
expected credit losses that result from default events that are possible within 12 months after the
reporting date. It is not the expected cash shortfalls over the 12-month period but the entire credit
loss on an asset weighted by the probability that the loss will occur in the next 12 months.

- Stage 2

Includes financial instruments that have had a significant increase in credit risk since initial
recognition (unless they have low credit risk at the reporting date) but that do not have objective
evidence of impairment. For these assets, lifetime ECL are recognised, but interest revenue is
still calculated on the gross carrying amount of the asset. Lifetime ECL are the expected credit
losses that result from all possible default events over the expected life of the financial instrument.
Expected credit losses are the weighted average credit losses with the probability of default (‘PD")
as the weight.

- Stage 3

Includes financial assets that have objective evidence of impairment at the reporting date. For
these assets, lifetime ECL are recognised and interest revenue is calculated on the net carrying
amount (that is, net of credit allowance).

The standard requires management, when determining whether the credit risk on a financial
instrument has increased significantly, to consider reasonable and supportable information
available, in order to compare the risk of a default occurring at the reporting date with the risk of
a defauit occurring at initial recognition of the financial instrument.

The company applies the IFRS 9 simplified approach to measuring expected credit losses, which
uses a lifetime expected loss allowance for all trade receivables assets.

For the measurement of expected credit losses, trade receivables are grouped on the basis of
the characteristics of the combined credit risk and the overdue dates.

b) IFRS 15 “Revenue from contracts with customers”

IFRS 15 establishes a comprehensive concept framework for determining the amount and timing
of revenue recognition. This Standard supersedes IAS 18 Revenue and IAS 11 Construction
Contracts and related interpretations.

The Company recognizes revenues when the customer obtains control of the goods in the time
on the goods and recognizes their receipt, in line with the requirements of the International
Standard for the Report. Accordingly, there is no material impact from the application of IFRS 15
"Revenue from Contracts with Customers" On the income of the company.

In accordance with IAS 18, revenue from
contracts with customers is also recognized
when the goods are delivered to them and the
customer acknowledges acceptance of them
in its location and the possibility of making a
reasonable estimate of the discount and sales
returns. Discount values and sales returns
are recognized in the income statement
together with the corresponding liability under

"other payables."

The Company has adopted IFRS 15 using the cumulative effect method and the effect of the
application of this standard at the date of initial application (1 January 2018). Accordingly, the
information provided for the previous year, as previously reported, has not been adjusted in
accordance with 1AS 18 and related interpretations.
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
