Report on the Audit of the Consolidated Financial Statements

Qualified opinion

We have audited the consolidated financial statements of First Jordan Investment
Company (A Public Shareholding Limited Company) and its subsidiaries (together
“the Group”) which comprise the consolidated statement of financial position as at
December 31, 2018, and the consolidated statement of income and other
comprehensive income, consolidated statement of changes in equity, and the
consolidated statement of cash flows for the year then ended, and a summary of
significant accounting policies and other explanatory information.

In our opinion, except for the possible effect for the matters described in the “Basis
of Qualified Opinion” in the paragraphs (1 and 2) below, the accompanying
consolidated financial statements are presented fairly, in all material respects, the
consolidated financial position of the Company as at December 31, 2018, its
consolidated financial performance and its consolidated cash flows for the year then
ended in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS).

Basis of Qualified Opinion

1.

Included in the consolidated statement of financial position as at December 31,
2018, is an investment in Al-Baha Investment Company (subsidiary) carried at
cost of 1D 20,002, which has not been consolidated in accordance with IFRS 10
“Consolidated Financial Statements”. The Company has been unable (o
consolidate this subsidiary since its acquisition in 2013, as the financial
information of this subsidiary has not been made available to the Company.
Accordingly, we are unable to quantify the effect of the departure from IFRS.

We draw attention to Note (25/A) of the consolidated financial statements which
includes due from Al-Baha Investment Company {subsidiary) amounting to JD
10,645,498 as of December 31, 2018 (JD 10,618,924 as of December 31, 2017)
and Note (27/D) which describes lawsuit raised by this subsidiary. Pending the
outcome of the final judgment and because of the financial situation of this
subsidiary, we were unable to obtain sufficient appropriate audit evidence with
regard to the recoverability of this receivable. Consequently, we were unable to
determine whether any adjustments to this balance were necessary.
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We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing. Our
responsibilities under those standards are further described in the Auditor’s
Responsibilities for the Audit of the Consolidated Financial Statements section of our
report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the International
Ethics Standards Board for Accountants’ Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants
together with the other ethical requirements that are relevant to our audit of the
Company’s consolidated financial statements in Jordan, and we have fulfilled our other
ethical responsibilities. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is
sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our qualified opinion,

Emphasis of Matters
We draw attention to the following:

1. As stated in note (11/E) to the accompanying consolidated financial statements,
which refers to a plot of land registered in the names of existing and previous
Board of Directors’ members,

2. As stated in note (27/B) to the accompanying consolidated financial statements,
which illustrates the lawsuit raised by the Public Right prosecutor and United
Group Holdings Company against the Company and others (companies and
individuats), which is related to the demand of personal claim with an amount of
1D 72 million.

3. As stated in note (27/C) to the accompanying consolidated financial statements,
which illustrates the lawsuit filed against the Income and Saies Tax Department,
and the objection on the imposed decision by the Income and Sales Tax

Department.

4, As stated in note (29) to the accompanying consolidated financial statements, the
Company has adjusted the accounting policy due to the error of not recording
depreciation expense for certain investment property items, retrospectively, to
comply with International Accounting Standard (8).

Our opinion is not qualified in respect of above matters.

Other Matters

1. The consolidated financial statements of the Company for the year ended
December 31, 2017, were audited by another auditor who expressed a qualified
opinion on those statements on March 26, 2018. The qualifications were due to
the impact of non-consolidation of a subsidiary and recoverability of the
receivable balance due from that subsidiary.

2. The accompanying consolidated financial statements are a translation of the
statutory consolidated financial statements in the Arabic language to which
reference should be made.
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Key Audit Matters
Key audit matters, in our professional judgment, are the most significant matters in

our audit of the consolidated financial statements of the current year. These matters
were addressed in the context of our audit of the consolidated financial statements
as a whole, and in ferming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate

opinion on these matters.

In addition to the matters described in the Basis for Qualified Opinion section, we
have determined the matters descried below to be the key audit matters to be

Regarding to the audit of the consolidated financial statements it is our responsibility
to read the above mentioned information as it becomes available to us, assessing
whether the other information is not materially consistent with the consolidated
financial statements or information obtained through our audit or that other
information includes material misstatement.

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of the
consolidated -financial statements in accordance with IFRS, and for such internal
control as management determines necessary to enable the preparation of the
consolidated financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether

due to fraud or error.

In preparing the consolidated financial statements, management is responsible for
assessing the Company’s ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as
applicable, matters related to going concern, and using the going concern basis of
accounting unless the management either intends to liquidate the Company or to
cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Those charged with governance are responsible for overseeing the Company’s
financial reporting process.

We
describe these matters in our auditor's report unless law and regulations preclude
public disclosure about the matter or when, in extremely rare circumstances, we
determine that a matter should not be communicated in our report because the
adverse consequences of doing so would reasonably be expected to outweigh the
public interest benefits of such communication.

Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

The Company maintains proper accounting records duly organized and in line with
the accompanying consolidated financial statements. We recommend that the
General Assembly of Shareholders approve these consolidated financial statements
after taking into consideration the qualification and emphasis of matters paragraphs.

. General

First Jordan Investment Company was incorporated in Jordan as a Public
Shareholding Company on May 3, 2006 under registration number (402) with
paid up capital amounted to JD 150 Million at a par value of JD 1 per share.

On April 20, 2014 the Company'’s general assembly resolved to decrease its
paid up through the amortization of its accumulated losses, accordingly the
authorized and paid up capital reached 3D 75 Million divided on to 75 Million
Share. All legal producers of capital reduction were completed by the Ministry
of Industry and Trade during 2014,

The Company’s is located in Amman, Al-Rabia area, Abdullah Bin Rawaha
Street, Building No. (4) — The Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

The parent company and its subsidiaries main objectives include the following:
Investment of the Company’s funds in the industrial, economic, financial, real
estate, commercial, and tourism fields, and the investment in securities of all
kinds in addition to investment, construction, and rental of real estate, land
purchase, establishment of residential apartments on them, and sale and
management, and development of real estate.

The Company's Board of Directors approved the consolidated financial
statements on March 19, 2019.

Significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation of the Consolidated Financial Statements

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
the standards issued by the International Accounting Standards Board and
interpretations issued by the International Financial Reporting Interpretation
Committee (IFRIC), and prevailing local laws.

The consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost
basis, except for certain financial instruments that are measured at fair values
at the end of each reporting period, as explained in the accounting policies

below.

The consolidated financial statements of the Company are presented in
Jordanian Dinar, which is also its functional currency.

The accompanying consolidated financial statements comprise the financial
statements of the Company and its subsidiaries, as of December 31, 2018 and
2017. The details of the subsidiaries are as follows:

- The deficit in working capital of Al- Taher for Investment and Real Estate
Development Company (Limited Liability Company) amounted to JD 729,412
as of December 31, 2018 (JD 251,267 as of December 31, 2017). The General
Assembly approved in its extraordinary meeting held on March 27, 2018, to
amortize the accumulated losses amounted to 1D 579,803 as of December 31,
2017 through First Jordan Investment Company (parent) current account.

- The deficit in working capital of Al-Ada'a for Real Estate Development and

Leasing Company (Private Shareholding Company) amounted to JD 1,143,716
as of December 31, 2018 (JD 455,232 as of December 31, 2017).
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The deficit in working capital of Al-Fuhais Investment Company (Limited
Liability Cornpany) amounted to JD 183,048 as of December 31, 2018 (ID
180,095 as of December 31, 2017). The General Assembly approved in its
extraordinary meeting held on March 27, 2018, to amortize the accumulated
losses amounted to JD 31,998 as of December 31, 2017 through First Jordan
Investment Company (parent) current account.

The General Assembly of First Salt Company decided in its extraordinary
meeting held on April 3, 2017 to reduce the capital of the First Salt Investment
Company (limited liability company) by JOD 188,773 and to amortize the
accumulated losses of the company as of December 31, 2016 at a value of
ID 81,227 through the partner's current account to become the capital after
the reduction and amortization JD 30,000, noting that the legal procedures
have been completed on April 9, 2018.

The General Assembly of Al-Mattar Investment Company decided in its
extraordinary meeting held on April 4, 2017 to liquidate the company as a
voluntarily liquidation. The legal procedures have not yet been completed.

The accounting policies adopted in the preparation of the consolidated financial
statements are consistent with those applied for the year ended December 31,
2017 except for the effect of adopting the new and modified standards stated
in Note {3-a), The following are the most significant accounting policies adopted

by the Company:

Basis of Consolidation
The consolidated financial statements incorporate the financial statements of

the Company and entities controlled by the Company (its subsidiaries).
Control is achieved when the Company:

« has the power over the investee;
« is exposed, or has rights, to variable returns from its involvement with

the investee; and
« has the ability to use its power to affects its returns.

The Company reassesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and
circumstances indicate that there are changes to one or more of the three
elements of control listed above.

When the Company has less than a majority of the voting rights of an investee,
it considers that it has power over the investee when the voting rights are
sufficient to give it the practical ability to direct the relevant activities of the
investee unilaterally. The Company considers all relevant facts and
circumstances in assessing whether or not the Company’s voting rights in an
investee are sufficient to give it power, including:

« the size of the Company’s holding of voting rights relative to the size
and dispersion of holdings of the other vote holders;
« potential voting rights held by the Company, other vote holders or

other parties;

+ rights arising from other contractual arrangements; and

« any additional facts and circumstances that indicate that the Company
has, or does not have, the current ability to direct the relevant
activities at the time that decisions need to be made, including voting

patterns at previous shareholders’ meetings.

Consolidation of a subsidiary begins when the Company obtains control over
the subsidiary and ceases when the Company loses control of the subsidiary.
Specifically, the results of subsidiaries acquired or disposed of during the year
are included in consolidated income statement from the date the Company
gains control until the date when the Company ceases to control the subsidiary.
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profit or loss and each component of other comprehensive income are
attributed to the owners of the Company and to the non-controlling interests.
Total comprehensive income of the subsidiaries is attributed to the owners of
the Company and to the non-controlling interests even if this results in the
non-controlling interests having a deficit balance.

Where necessary, adjustments are made to the financial statements of
subsidiaries to bring the accounting policies used into line with the Company’s
accounting policies.

All intragroup assets and liabilities, equity, income, expenses and cash flows
relating to transactions between the members of the Group are eliminated on

consolidation.

Non-controlling interests in subsidiaries are identified separately from the
Group’s equity therein. Those interests of non-controlling shareholders that are
present ownership interests entitling their holders to a proportionate share of
net assets upon liquidation may initially be measured at fair value or at the
non-controlling interests’ proportionate share of the fair value of the acquiree’s
identifiable net assets. The choice of measurement is made on an
acquisition-by-acquisition basis. Other non-controlling interests are initially
measured at fair value. Subsequent to acquisition, the carrying amount of
non-controlling interests is the amount of those interests at initial recognition
plus the non-controlling interests’ share of subsequent changes in equity. Total
comprehensive income is attributed to non-controlling interests even if this
results in the non-controiling interests having a deficit balance.

Changes in the Group’s interests in subsidiaries that do not result in a loss of
control are accounted for as equity transactions. The carrying amount of the
Group’s interests and the non-controlling interests are adjusted to reflect the
changes in their relative interests in the subsidiaries. Any difference between
the amount by which the non-controlling interests are adjusted and the fair
value of the consideration paid or received is recognised directly in equity and
attributed to the owners of the Company.

When the Company loses control of a subsidiary, the gain or loss on disposal
recognised in income statement is calculated as the difference between (i) the
aggregate of the fair value of the consideration received and the fair value of
any retained interest and (ii) the previous carrying amount of the assets
(including goodwill), less liabilities of the subsidiary and any non-controlling
interests. All amounts previously recognised in other comprehensive income in
relation to that subsidiary are accounted for as if the Group had directly
disposed of the related assets or liabilities of the subsidiary. The fair vaiue of
any investment retained in the former subsidiary at the date when control is
lost is regarded as the fair value on initial recognition for subsequent accounting
under IFRS 9 Financial Instruments when applicable, or the cost on initial
recognition of an investment in an associate or a joint venture.

Leases
Leases are classified as finance leases whenever the terms of the lease transfer

substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership to the lessee. All other
leases are classified as operating leases.

The Company as lessor
Rental income from operating leases is recognized on a straight-line basis over

the term of the relevant lease, Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating and
arranging an operating lease are added to the carrying amount of the leased
asset and recognised on a straight-line basis over the lease term.
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The Group as lessee

Rentals payable under operating leases are charged to income on a straight-line
basis over the term of the relevant lease except where another rmore systematic
basis is more representative of the time pattern in which economic benefits
from the lease asset are consumed. Contingent rentals arising under operating
leases are recognised as an expense in the period in which they are incurred.

In the event that lease incentives are received to enter into operating leases,
such incentives are recognised as a liability. The aggregate benefit of incentives
is recognised as a reduction of rental expense on a straight-line basis over the
lease term, except where another systematic basis is more representative of
the time pattern in which economic benefits from the leased asset are

consumed.

Foreignh currencies
For the purpose of the consolidated financial statements, the results and

financial position of each group company are expressed in the functional
currency of the Company, and the presentation currency for the consolidated
financial statements.

The individual financial statements of each subsidiary company are presented
in the currency of the primary economic environment in which it operates (its
functiona! currency). In preparing the financial statements of the individual
companies, transactions in currencies other than the entity's functional
currency (foreign currencies) are recognised at the rates of exchange prevailing
on the dates of the transactions. At each balance sheet date, monetary assets
and liabilities that are denominated in foreign currencies are retranslated at the
rates prevailing at that date. Non-monetary items carried at fair value that are
denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the rates prevailing at the
date when the fair value was determined. Non-monetary items that are
measured in terms of historical cost in a foreign currency are not retranslated.

Exchange differences are recognised in consolidated statement of income in the
period in which they arise except for:

« Exchange differences on transactions entered into to hedge certain
foreign currency risks; and

« Exchange differences on monetary items receivable from or payable to
a foreign operation for which settlement is neither planned nor likely to
occur in the foreseeable future (therefore forming part of the net
investment in the foreign operation), which are recognised initially in
other comprehensive income and reclassified from equity to
consolidated statement of income on disposal or partial disposal of the

net investment.

For the purpose of presenting consolidated financial statements, the assets and
liabilities of the Company's foreign operations are translated at exchange rates
prevailing on the statement of financial position date. Income and expense
items are translated at the average exchange rates for the period, unless
exchange rates fluctuate significantly during that period, in which case the
exchange rates at the date of transactions are used. Exchange differences
arising, if any, are recognized in OCI and accumulated in a separate component

of equity.

Financial instruments
Financial assets and financial liabilities are recognized in the Company’s

statement of financial position when the Company becomes a party to the
contractual provisions of the instrument. ,

Financial assets and financial liabilities are initially measured at fair value.
Transaction costs that are directly attributable to the acquisition or issue of
financial assets and financial liabilities are added to or deducted from the fair
value of the financial assets or financial liabilities, as appropriate, on initial
recognition.
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Financial Assets

Financial assets are recognised in the Company's statement of financial position
when the Company becomes a party to the contractual provisions of the
instrument.

All other financial assets are measured subsequently at fair value through profit
or loss (FVTPL).

Amortised cost and effective interest method
The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of
a debt instrument and of allocating interest income over the relevant period.

The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts the estimated future
cash receipts (including all fees and points paid or received that form an integral
part of the effective interest rate, transaction costs and other premiums or
discounts) excluding expected credit losses, through the expected life of the
debt instrument, or, where appropriate, a shorter period, to the gross carrying
amount of the debt instrument on initial recognition. For purchased or
originated credit-impaired financial assets, a credit-adjusted effective interest
rate is calculated by discounting the estimated future cash flows, including
expected credit losses, to the amortised cost of the debt instrument on initial

recognition,

Equity instruments classified at fair value through other comprehensive income
On the initial recognition of equity instruments designated at fair value through
other comprehensive income, the Company may make an irrevocable election
(on an instrument-by-instrument basis) to classify investments in equity
instruments at fair value through other comprehensive income. Classification
to fair value through other comprehensive income is not permitted if the equity
investment is held for trading or if the contingent consideration was recognised
by the acquirer in a business combination.
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Equity instruments that are measured at fair value through other
comprehensive income are initially measured at fair value plus transaction
costs. Subsequently, it is measured at fair value with gains and losses arising
from changes in fair value recognised in other comprehensive income and
accumulated in the investments revaluation reserve. The accumulated gains or
losses are not reclassified to income on disposal of the equity investment
instrument, instead, it is transferred to retained earnings.

Dividends on these investments in equity instruments are recognised in the
statement of income in accordance with IFRS 9, unless the dividends clearly
represent a recovery of a part of the investment cost.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss
Financial assets that do not meet the criteria for being measured at amortised
cost or fair value through other comprehensive income are measured at fair

value at profit or loss.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are measured at fair value
at the end of each reporting period, with any fair value gains or losses
recognised in the statement of income. The net gain or loss is recognised in the
statement of income includes any dividend earned.

Foreign exchange gains and losses

The carrying amount of financial assets that are denominated in a foreign
currency is determined in that foreign currency and translated at the spot rate
at the end of each reporting period. For financial assets measured at amortised
cost that are not part of a designated hedging relationship, exchange
differences are recognised in statement of income.

Impairment of financial assets

The Company recognises a loss aliowance for expected credit losses on trade
receivables. The amount of expected credit losses is updated at each reporting
date to reflect changes in credit risk since initial recognition of the respective

financial instrument.

The Company always recognises lifetime expected credit losses for trade
receivables. The expected credit losses on these financial assets are estimated
using a provision matrix based on the Company’s historical credit loss
experience, adjusted for factors that are specific to the debtors, general
economic conditions and an assessment of both the current as well as the
forecast direction of conditions at the reporting date, including time value of
money where appropriate.

For all other financial instruments, the Company recognises lifetime expected
credit losses when there has been a significant increase in credit risk since
initial recognition. Lifetime expected credit losses represents the expected
credit losses that will result from all possible default events over the expected
life of a financial instrument.

. Provision for expected credit lgss

The Company has adopted the simplified approach to recognise the expected
credit losses over the life of its receivables as permitted by IFRS 9. Accordingly,
non-impaired trade receivables that do not contain a significant financing
component have been classified as part of stage 2 with the recognition of
expected credit losses over their lifetime.

A provision for the expected credit loss should be recognised over the life of
the financial instrument if the credit risk on that financial instrument increases
substantially since the initial recognition and the expected credit loss is an
expected weighted estimate of the present value of the credit loss. This value
is measured as the present value of the difference between the cash flows due
to the Company under the contract and the cash flows that the Company
expects to receive arising from the expectation of several future economic
scenarios, discounted at the effective interest rate of the asset.
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The Company assesses whether there is objective evidence of impairment on
an individua! basis for each asset of individual value and collectively for other

assets that are not individually significant.

Provisions for loss of credit losses are presented as a reduction of the total
carrying amount of financial assets at amortized cost.

Write off
The Company writes off a financial asset when there is information indicating

that the debtor is in severe financial difficulty and there is no realistic prospect
of recovery, e.g. when the debtor has been placed under liquidation or has
entered into bankruptey proceedings, or in the case of trade receivables, when
the amounts are past due for a long period of time, whichever occurs sooner.
Financial assets written off may still be subject to enforcement activities under
the Company’s recovery procedures, taking into account legal advice where
appropriate. Any recoveries made are recognised in consolidated statement of

income.

Derecognition of financial assets

The Company derecognises financial assets only when the contractual rights to
the cash flows from the asset expire, or when it transfers the financial asset
and substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of the asset to another
entity. If the Company neither transfers nor retains substantially all the risks
and rewards of ownership and continues to control the transferred asset, the
Company recognises its retained interest in the asset and an associated liability
for amounts it may have to pay. If the Company retains substantially all the
risks and rewards of ownership of a transferred financial asset, the Company
continues to recognise the financial asset

On derecognition of a financial asset measured at amortised cost, the difference
between the asset’s carrying amount and the sum of the consideration received
and receivable is recognised in consolidated statement of income.

Classification as debt or equity
Debt and equity instruments are classified as either financial liabilities or as

equity in accordance with the substance of the contractual arrangements and
the definitions of a financial liability and an equity instrument.

Equity instruments
An equity instrument is any contract that evidences a residual interest in the

assets of an entity after deducting all of its liabilities. Equity instruments are
recognised at the proceeds received, net of direct issue costs.

Repurchase of the Company's own equity instruments is recognised and
deducted directly in equity. No gain or loss is recognised in income statement
on the purchase, sale, issue or cancellation of the Company's own equity

instruments.

Financial liabilities
All financial liabilities are measured subsequently at amortised cost using the
effective interest method or at fair value through statement of income.

Financial liabilities that are not (i) contingent consideration of an acquirer in a
business combination, (ii) held-for-trading, or (iii) designated as at FVTPL, are
measured subsequently at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Trade and other payables classified as financial liabilities are initially measured
at fair value, net of transaction costs and subsequently measured at amortised
cost using the effective interest method. Interest expenses are recognised

based on effective interest rate.

The effective interest method is a method of calculating the amortised cost of
a financial liability and of allocating interest expense over the relevant period.
The effective interest rate is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future
cash payments through the expected life of the financial liability, or (where
appropriate) a shorter period, to the amortised cost of a financial liability.
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Derecognition of financial liabilities

The Company derecognises financial liabilities when, and only when, the
Company's obligations are discharged, cancelled or have expired. The
difference between the carrying amount of the financial liability derecognised
and the consideration paid and payable is recognised in the consolidated
statement of income.

Investment propefty
Investment properties are properties held to earn rentals and/or for capital

appreciation Investment properties are measured at cost, including transaction
costs .

Depreciation is calculated based on the estimated useful lives of the applicable
assets on a straight-line basis commencing when the assets are ready for their
intended use. The estimated useful lives and depreciation methods are
reviewed at each statement of financial position date, with the effect of any
changes in estimate accounted for on a prospective basis .

An investment property is derecognised upon disposal or when the invesiment
property is permanently withdrawn from use and no future economic benefits
are expected. Any gain or loss arising on derecognition of the property
(calculated as the difference between the net disposal proceeds and the
carrying amount of the asset) is included in statement of income in the period
in which the property is derecognised.

Investments in associates

An associate is an entity over which the Company has significant influence and
that is neither a subsidiary nor an interest in a joint venture. Significant
influence is the power to participate in the financial and operating policy
decisions of the investee but is not control or joint contro!l over those policies.

The results and assets and liabilities of associates are incorporated in these
financial statements using the equity method of accounting.

Under the equity method, an investment in an associate is recognised initially
in the consolidated statement of financial position at cost and adjusted
thereafter to recognise the Company's share of the profit or loss and other
comprehensive income of the associate. When the Company’s share of losses
of an associate exceeds the Company’s interest in that associate (which
includes any long-term interests that, in substance, form part of the Company’s
net investment in the associate)}, the Company discontinues recognising its
share of further losses. Additional losses are recognised only to the extent that
the Company has incurred legal or constructive obligations or made payments
on behalf of the associate.

An investment in an associate is accounted for using the equity method from
the date on which the investee becomes an associate. On acquisition of the
investment in an associate, any excess of the cost of the investment over the
Company’s share of the net fair value of the identifiable assets and liabilities of
the investee is recognised as goodwill, which is included within the carrying
amount of the investment. Any excess of the Company’s share of the net fair
value of the identifiable assets and liabilities over the cost of the investment,
after reassessment, is recognised immediately in the statement of income in
the period in which the investment is acquired.

When necessary, the entire carrying amount of the investment (including
goodwill} is tested for impairment as a single asset by comparing its
recoverable amount (higher of value in use and fair value less costs of disposal)

with its carrying amount.

Unrealized gains and losses resuiting from transactions between the Company
and the associate are eliminated to the extent of the interest in the associate.
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Income tax
Tncome tax expenses represent accrued taxes and deferred taxes.

Income tax expenses are accounted for on the basis of taxable income,
Moreover, taxable income differs from income declared in the financial
ctatements because the latter includes non-taxable revenue or tax expenses
not deductible in the current year but deductible in subsequent years,
accumulated losses acceptable by the tax authorities, items not accepted for

tax purposes or subject to tax.

Taxes are calculated on the basis of the tax rates prescribed according to the
prevailing laws, regulations and instructions of the countries where the

Company operates,

Deferred taxes are taxes that are expected to be paid or recovered as a result
of the temporary timing differences between the value of assets or liabilities in
the consolidated financial statements and the value on the basis of which
taxable income is caiculated, Moreover, deferred taxes are calculated based on
the liability method in the consolidated statement of financial position according
to the tax rates expected to be applied upon the settlement of the tax liability
or realization of the deferred tax assets.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are reviewed as of the date of the
consolidated financial statements, and are reduced when no benefit is expected
to arise therefrom, partially or totally.

Fajr value measurement

Fair value is defined as the a price at which an asset is to be sold or paid to
convert any of the liabilities in a structured transaction between the market
participants on the measurement date, irrespective of whether the price can be
realized directly or whether it is estimated using another valuation technigue.
When estimating the fair value of an asset or liability, the Company takes into
consideration when determining the price of any asset or liability whether
market participants are required to take these factors into account at the
measurement date. The fair value of the measurement and / or disclosure
purposes in these financial statements is determined on the same basis, except
for measurement measures that are similar to fair value procedures and are
not fair value such as fair value as used in IAS 36.

In addition, fair value measurements are classified for the purposes of financial
reporting to level (1) or (2) or (3} based on the extent to which the inputs are
clear to fair value measurements and the importance of inputs to the full fair
value measurements, which are identified as follows:

Input Level (1) inputs derived from guoted (unadjusted) prices of identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the enterprise can obtain on the

measurement date;

Input level (2) inputs derived from data other than quoted prices used at level
1 and observable for assets or liabilities, either directly or indirectly; and,;
Input level (3) are inputs to assets or liabilities that are not based on quoted

market prices.

Provisions
Provisions are recognised when the Company has a present obligation (legal or

constructive) as a result of a past event, it Is probable that the Company will
be required to settle that obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the

amount of the obligation.

The amount recognised as a provision is the best estimate of the consideration
required to settle the present obligation at the reporting date, taking into
account the risks and uncertainties surrounding the obligation.

When a provision is measured using the cash flows estimated to settle the

present obligation, its carrying amount is the present value of those cash flows
(when the effect of the time value of money is material).
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When some or all of the economic benefits required to settle a provision are
expected to be recovered from a third party, a receivable is recognised as an
asset if it is virtually certain that reimbursement will be received and the
amount of the receivable can be measured reliably.

Impairment of non-financial assets
At the reporting date, the Company assesses whether there is evidence that

the asset has been impaired. If any evidence exists, or when an impairment
test is required, the Company assesses the recoverable amount of the asset.
The recoverable amount of the asset is the fair value of the asset or cash-
generating unit less cost of sales and value in use whichever is higher and is
determined for the individual asset, unless the asset does not generate
substantially independent internal cash flows from those arising from other
assets or assets of the company. When the carrying amount of the asset or
cash-generating unit exceeds the recoverable amount, the asset is considered
to be impaired and is written down to its recoverable amount. In assessing the
fair value used, future cash flows are discounted to their present fair value
using a pre-tax discount rate that reflects current market assessments of the
time value of funds and the risks specific to the asset. In determining fair value
less cost of sales, recent transactions in the market are taken into consideration
if available. If such transactions cannot be identified, the appropriate valuation

model is used,

QOffsetting
Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset and the net amount reported

in the consolidated statement of financial position when there is a legally
enforceable right to offset the recognized amounts and the Company intends
to either settle them on a net basis or to realize the asset and settle the liability

simuitaneously.

Property and Equipment

Property and equipment are stated at cost and depreciated (except for land},
using the straight-line method at annual rates ranging from 2% to 20%.

When the expected recoverable amount of any property and equipment is less
than its net book value, the net book value is reduced to the expected
recoverable amount, and the impairment loss is taken to the consolidated

statement of income.

Property and equipment’s useful lives are reviewed at the end of each year and
if the expected useful life differs from the previous estimate, the difference is
recorded in subsequent years as a change in accounting estimates.

Property and equipment are disposed of when there are no expected future
benefits from its use or its disposal.

Interest income and expenses

Interest income and expense for al! financial instruments are recognised in the
statement of income using the effective interest method. The effective interest
rate (EIR) is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash flows of the
financial instrument through the expected life of the financial instrument or,
when appropriate, a shorter period, to the net carrying amount of the financial
asset or financial liability. The future cash flows are estimated taking into
account all the contractual terms of the instrument. . '

IFRS 9 “Financial Instruments” issued by
International Accounting Standards Board has been
adopted on July 2014, The initial application date of
this standard is on December 2018, The application
of IFRS 9 has resuited on a changes on the
accounting policies and amendments on the
previous recognised balances on the financial
statements. Noting that the Company has made the
initial application of IFRS 9 (Stage one) released on
2009 and related to the classification and
measurement of the financial assets since the
beginning of 2010.

The Company has applied the simplified approach
to the recognised expected credit losses over the
time on its account receivables, as permitted by
IFRS 9.

Under IFRS 15, an entity recognises when (or as)
a performance obligation is satisfied, i.e. when
‘control’ of the goods or services underlying the
particular performance obligation is transferred
to the customer. Far more prescriptive guidance
has been added in IFRS 15 to deal with specific
scenarios. Furthermore, extensive disclosures
are required by IFRS 15,

These amendments relate to the clarification of
three aspects of the standard {determination of
performance obligations, client versus agent
considerations, and licensing) and some
transitional exemptions for modified contracts
and completed contracts.

The fiscal year is charged to its related income tax expense in accordance with the

regulations, laws and accounting ctandards. The deferred taxes and income tax
provision are calculated and recognized.

Lawsuit provision
A provision is booked to meet any potential litigation obligations based on the legal

study prepared by the Company's legal counsel that identifies potential risks in the
future and periodically reviews the study.

Assets and liabilities presented at cost
Management reviews the assets and liabilities at cost periodically for the purpose of
estimating any impairment in value, any impairment loss is recognised in the

consolidated statement of income for the year.

Evaluation of Investments in Properties

Investments in properties are evaluated using assumptions which mainly depends
on the conditions and prices of the market. The average of three accredited real
estate experts was adopted, the latest was at the end of the year 2018.

Fair value measurement and valuation procedures

When estimating the fair value of financial assefs and financial liabilities, the
Company uses available observable market data. In case of the absence of level 1
inputs, the Company conducts evaluations using appropriate valuation models to
determine the fair value of financial instruments.

Calculation of provision for expected credit losses

The management is required to use important judgments and estimates to estimate
the amounts and timing of future cash flows and to estimate the risk of significant
increase in credit risk for financial assets after the initial recognition and future
measurements information for expected credit losses.

The expected credit loss is measured as an allowance equivalent to the expected
credit loss over the life of the asset.

Determining the number and relative weight of forward looking scenarios _for each
type of products / market and the identification of future information_relevant to

When measuring the expected credit loss, the Company uses reasonable and reliable
future information based on the assumptions of the future movement of the various
economic factors and how these economic factors affect each other.

Probability of default
The probability of default is a key input in measuring the expected credit loss. The

probability of default is considered as an estimation of the probability of default over
a given period of time, which includes the calculation of historical data, assumptions
and expectations relating to future circumstances.

Loss given default
Loss given default is an estimate of the loss arising from default. It is based on the

26. Risk Management

The Company is exposed to various financial risks related to its operations,
Moreover, operating risks are inherent in business activities, As such,
management endeavors to strike a proper balance between risks and
rewards, and works to mitigate the risks with probable adverse effects on the
Company's financial performance, The most significant risks faced by the
Company are credit risks resulting from liquidity risks, market risks, and
geographic risks. Moreover, the Company's Board of Directors is responsible
for setting up the framework for monitoring and managing these risks,
accordingly, the Board of Directors together with executive management
periodically follow up on the various risks to monitor and manage the financial
risks related to the Company's operations and activities through preparing
and issuing internal reports on risk management, thus analyzing the risks to
which the Company is exposed.

a. Capital Risk Management .
The Company manages its capital to ensure its ability to continue as a going

concern and to maximize the return to stakeholders through achieving an
optimal balance between equity and debts.

The Company has a strategy to maintain a reasonable debt-to-equity ratio.
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b. Credit Risk
Credit risk refers to the risk that the counterparty will default on its contractual

obligations resulting in financial a loss to the Company. The Company has adopted a
policy to support and guarantee the Company's position of late payment through
proper documentation by possessing necessary documents, as appropriate, with the
assistance of its legal advisor. Moreover, the Company monitors its credit risk throuah
analysis of the debtors’ level of solvency to mitigate the risks of financial loss from
defaults, as well as checking that the total accumulated credit related to certain parties
is approved by management, Review and approval of the credit limits are performed

regularly.

The book value of the financial assets recorded in the Company's consolidated financial
statements net after discounting the impairment losses represent the maximum risks
to which the Company could be exposed.

¢. Liguidity Risk
Liquidity risk is the risk that the Company will encounter difficulty in raising funds to

meet its commitments, The Company mitigates liquidity risk by maintaining reserves
and by continuously monitoring actual cash inflows as well as matching the maturities
of current assets with current liabilities as follows:

d. Interest Rate Risk
Are the risks arising from changes in the prevailing market interest rates. The

company manages the interest rate risk through the application of sensitivity analysis
for the financial instruments that are subject to interest rates, so that it is not reflected
negatively on the net interest income.

The Company manages its interest rate risk regularly by evaluating the different
alternatives such as funding and renewing current positions and alternative funding.

The sensitivity analysis is determined below in accordance with the interest rates
related to banks and loans at the baiance sheet date. The analysis was also prepared
on the assumption that these outstanding amounts at the balance sheet date were
available throughout the year, an increase or decrease in an amount (1%) is used,

27. Contingent Liabilities
a. There are cases against the Company and its subsidiaries other than those

mentioned in the below paragraphs, resulted from its ordinary operations for
which the related compensations and claims amounted to JD 93,100 as of
December 31, 2018 and December 31, 2017. In the management opinion, the

Company’s position is good.,

b. The Company and others appear as defendants (companies and individuals) in
a lawsuit raised by the Public Right prosecutor and United Group Holdings
Company demanding a personal claim with an amount of JD 72 Million. Noting
that First Jordan Investment Company owns 340,000 shares of United Group
Holding as of December 31, 2018. According to the legal counsel opinion and
the Company’s management, the Company’s position in the legal case is strong,
since the Company submitted the court with defense evidence which proves that
the Company did not seize any funds belonging to United Group Holding, and
that the Company was not involved in any decisions issued by United Group
Holding Board of Directors.

c. Income and Sales Tax Department has claimed Al-Ada'a for Trading and
Investment (subsidiary) income tax balance and legal compensation amounted
to JD 223,000 for the years 2012 and 2013. Noting that the Company has
appealed to the tax court and demanded tax refund- in the interest of the
Company. Subsequent to the date of the consolidated financial statements, an
appealable decision was issued on January 30, 2019, by the court, which
includes a prevention on the tax claim imposed on the taxable years 2012 and
2013, amounting to JD 200,000, and obligating the tax department of
refundable taxes in the favor of the plaintiff for a total of about JD 70,000, and
in the opinion of the Company’s management, tax consultant, and lawyer, the

Company’s position is good.
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Al-Baha for Investments Company (non-consolidated subsidiary) filed a lawsuit
in Dubai against Gulf General Investment Company (GGICO) and
Mr. Mohammed Abdultah Juma Al-Seri, to demand for the cancellation of the
partnership agreement signed between Al-Baha Investment Company, Gulf
General Investment Company and others to obligate them to pay an amount of
AED 84,110,000 (equivalent to JD 16,236,500 as of December 31, 2018), as
well as a compensation for the Company amounting to AED 100 Million
(equivalent to JD 19,303,900 as of December 31, 2018) in addition to 12%
interest from the date of the claim until full settlement, in addition to fees,

expenses and attorney fees,

As Al-Baha for Investments Company and lawsuit, parties have jointly entered
into a joint venture agreement to establish and develop a real estate project
under the name of “*Dubai Marina Tower” in Dubai Marsa area — United Arab of
Emirates. Al-Baha holds 25% shares in the project and that Gulf General
Investment Company to be the main developer of the project, which was
managing and making disbursement on the project after receiving cash from
partners in the joint venture and based on the contract. The work on the project
has been discontinued and has not been completed. The contribution of Al-Baha
for Investment Company amounted to AED 84,110,000 (equivalent
JD 16,236,500 as of December 31, 2018).

During the year 2015, Dubai court of appeal referred the joint venture for
liquidation. On October 31, 2017, a judgment has been issued by the court of
appeal in Dubai - United Arab of Emirates of the termination of the case before
the liquidator filed his final report and completed the liquidation process
according to the laws. The case was appealed in Dubai court of cassation - United
Arab of Emirates. On March 15, 2018 its decision was issued to return the case
to the court of appeal for reconsideration. On August 15, 2018, the court issued
its judgment to end the disputes and obligate the Company of the appeal
expenses and attorneys’ fees. On October 3, 2018, the Company appealed the
decision in Dubai court of cassation - United Arab of Emirates. However, the
court of appeal has issued a decision to return the case to the court of cassation
for reconsideration. In the opinion of the legal counsel of the Company, and the:
Company’s management Al-Baha Investment Company is in a good position,

As of the consolidated financial statements date, the Company has contingent

liabilities representing bank guarantees of 3D 155,500 with a cash margin of JD
15,500 as of December 31, 2018 and December 31, 2017,
