In  reference to vour letter FRef
(12/1/00648/20) dated 4 June 2020,
which we received from you via fax on
Monday 8 June 2020, and furiher to our
disclosure letter ref( 60/2020) dated 8
June 2020, kindly note the following:

1. In relation to your request to be
provided with further and detailed
information regarding the difference in
the acquisition price from JD (16) per
share to be in the amount of JD (12)
which increased thereafter to become
in the amount of JD (14) per share, we
have informed Bidco of such request,
and their response dated 11 June 2020
is enclosed herewith.

2. Furthermore, kindly note that we have
received an independent Fairness
Opinion Letter provided by Deloitte
Professional Services (DIFC) Limited
(“Deloitte”).  Although there is no
obligation to do so in the Companies
Law, the Board of Directors formed a
committee of independent members
of the Board to choose an independent
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expert who would submit an opinion
on whether the offer is fair, Deloitte
was appointed for this purpose. This
Opinion was prepared for the board of
EICO to aid its internal decision making
and if required, shared with the
regulator. In response to your request,
we enclose herewith the Fairness
Opinion Letter.

. As for the content of your above
referenced letter, thereby referencing
a letter issued by the Income and Sales
Tax Department on 27 May 2020
stipulating therein the procurement cf
tax clearance ahead of consummating
the sale and transferring the
ownership of the shares, we set out
our view as follows:

a. We have not been previously served
with this letter frorn the Income and
Sale Tax Department, nor we have
become aware of such letter but from
you and through your above
referenced letter.

. Following careful examination of the
letter from the Income and Sales Tax
Department (a copy of which we
received only from you), it is with
utmost surprise to read through the
content thereof which clearly
contradicts the provisions of the
Income Tax Law No (38) for the Year
2018. In particular, its content is not
consistent with Article (60/b) of the
Income Tax Law, which carves out the
requirement of obtaining a tax
clearance in case of sale of shares in
public listed companies.
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On a different note, the underlying
acquisition is a transaction to acquire
a company by another company
pursuant to Article (222/b) of the
Companies Law, which as known,
comes and falls under the Merger
Chapter under the Companies Law. In
this chapter, it is expressly stated that
all types and forms of merger are
exempt from all taxes and fees,
including the ownership transfer
fees.

On the same front, you are kindly
requested to note that this particular
matter has been conclusively
determined by the Legislation and
Opinion Bureau in its opinion letter
Ref (1/1/A/162) dated 19 July 2018,
whereby it has concluded that a
transaction of a similar nature is
exempt from income Tax.

Bidco is able to proceed with the acquisition of EICO
only if the purchase price is available whether
through bank financing or through payments into
the share capital. Therefore, Bidco had to convince
its investors and the banks that the offer price is a
suitable one that would enable Bidco to service the
bank financing and generate sufficient returns to its
investors, all of which would be generated from the
expected future cash flows of EICO.
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When Bidco made its original offer of 16 Dinars, the
global economic conditions were favourable and the
markets of EICO’s products were promising good
results in the future which would enable it to
generate sufficient cash flows to service the bank
financing as well as achieve sufficient returns for the
investors in Bidco.
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However, the COVID-19 pandemic has caused
significant disruption to EICO's business that was
unforeseeable at the time of the original offer. This
disruption and the generally worse outlaok for the
global economy and the markets for EICO's
products, has resulted in increase of the risks
inherent in EICO’s business which in turn resulted in
the banks refusing to provide the necessary
financing upon the same conditions and resulted
also in Bidca’s investors hesitating in making the
investment necessary to pay the original offered
price of 16 Dinars.

In particular and as was disclosed by EICO on 9 May
2020, due to the COVID-19 pandemic and related
government ordered business closures, shisha
iounges hava been closed since around mid-March
in all of EICO's major markets, which has depressed
demand for the company’s products. Where the
company tracks daily demand, sales are down
between 20% and 80% since the lounge closures,
with the exception of KSA. Overall, EICO’s working
assumption is that during the second quarter of
2020, volumes will be approximataly 35% lower
than they were in the same period of 2019, and it is
not clear for how long the affact of Covid-19
pandemic will continue. Therafore, Bidco was no
longer expecting EICO to generate cashflows
sufficient to service the debts it will bear for the
purposes of paying the original offerad purchase
price.
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The Covid-19 pandemic has resulted, in general, in
the scarcity of bank financing generally available for
company acquisition and if such financing were
available, its general terms have been negatively
affected significantly.
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At a time when similar transactions around the
world are being abandoned zs a result of the COVID-
19 pandemic, Bidco’s management still had the
desire to continue with the acquisition and was able
to convince the banks and the investors to make
available the necessary financing for the acquisition
but at a reduced price of 12 Dinars. Accordingly,
Bidco has submitted the revised offer to EICO’s
shareholder providing them with the opportunity to
liquidate their investment at a price of 12 Dinars per
share.
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After Bidco submitted its first revised offer of 12
Dinars, Bidco’s management was able ta convince
other investors to invest in Bidco which made
additional financing available sufficient to increase
the offered price to 14 Dinars. Indeed, Bidco has
accordingly done that in order to convince the
highest possible number of EICO’s shareholders to
vote positively to approve the transaction.
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We believe that the offer of 12 Dinars already gave
EICO shareholders an opportunity to realise a fair
and attractive cash price for their EICO shares in the
current times, and that the final offer of 14 Dinars
