Basis of preparation

currency in which the majority of the Company’s transactions are denominated.

The interim consolidated financial statements have been prepared on historical cost basis.

The interim consolidated statement do not include all the information and notes needed in the
annual financial statement and must be reviewed with the ended financial statement at December
31, 2019, in addition to that the result for the six months ended in June 31, 2020 is not necessarily
to be the expected results for the financial year ended December 31, 2020.

Significant accounting policies

Interim Financial statements consolidation basis
The interim consolidated financial statements incorporate the financial statements of Al-Zarka

Educational and Investment P.L.C and the subsidiaries controlled by the Company
Control is achieved when the Company has:

e Ability to exert power over the investee.
» Exposure, or rights, to variable returns from its involvement with the investee.
* Ability to exert power over the investee to affect the amount of the investor's returns

The Company reassesses whether or not it controls an investee if facts and circumstances indicate that
there are changes to one or more of the three elements of control described in the accounting policy for
subsidiaries above.

When the Company has less than a majority of the voting, The Company shall have control over the
investee when the voling rights sufficient to give it the ability to direct relevant activities of the
investee individually.

When The Company reassesses whether or not it controls an investee, it consider all the relevant facts
and circumstances which includes:

» Size of the holding relative to the size and dispersion of other vote holders

» Potential voting rights, others vote-holders, and Other parties

» Other contractual rights

e Any additional facts and circumstances may indicate that the company has, or does not have, the
current ability to direct the activities related to the time needed to make decisions, including how to
vote at previous shareholders meetings.

The consolidation process begins when the company's achieve control on the investee enterprise
(subsidiary), while that process stops when the company's loses control of the investee (subsidiary). In
particular Income and expenses of subsidiaries acquired or disposed of during the year are included in
the consolidated income statement, and the consolidated comprehensive income statement from the
effective date of acquisition and up to the effective date of which it loses control of a subsidiary
Company.

Significant accounting policies

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the interim financial information are consistent with
those used in the audited financial statements for the peried ended December 31, 2018.

Financial assets designated at fair value through statement of comprehensive income

Financial assets are classified as at fair value through statement of income when the financial asset is
either held for trading or it is designated as at fair value through statement of income .A financial asset
is classified as held for trading if:

e on initial recognition it is part of a portfolio of identified financial instruments that the Company

Subsequently. They are measured fair value with gains and losses arising from changes in fair value
recognized in other comprehensive income and accumulated in the cumulative changes in fair value of
securities reserve: The cumulative changes or loss will not be reclassified investments. But reclassified
to retained earnings. The Company has designated all instruments that are not held for trading as at
FVTOCI

Dividends on these invesiments in equity instruments arc recognized in profit or loss when the
Company right to receive the dividends is established, unless the dividends clearly represent a recovery
of a part of the cost of the investments. Other net gains and losses are recognized in OCI and are never
reclassified to profit or loss.

Debt instruments at amortized cost or at FYTOCI

The Company assesses the classification and measurement of the cash flow characteristics of the
contractual asset and the Company's business model for managing the asset

For an asset to classified and measured at amortized cost or at FVTOCI, is contractual terms should
give rise to cash flows that are solely represent payments of principal and interest on the principal
outstanding (SPPI).

At initial recognition of a financial asset, the Company determines whether newly recognized financial
assets are part of an existing business model or whether they reflect the commencement of a new
business model. The Company reassess its business models each reporting period to determine whether
the business models have changed since the preceding period. For the current and prior reporting period
the Company has not identified a change in its business models.

Fair value option: A financial instrument with a reliably measureable fair value can be designated as
FVTPL (the fair value option) on its initial recognition even if the financial instrument was not
acquired or incurred principally for the purpose of selling or repurchasing .The fair value option can be
used for financial assets if it eliminates or significantly reduces a measurement or recognition
inconsistency that would otherwise arise from measuring assets or liabilities, or recognizing related
gains and losses on a different basis (an “accounting mismatch™).

Reclassifications

If the business mode! under which the Company holds financial assets changes. The financial assets
affected are reclassified. The classification and measurement requirements related to the new category
apply prospectively from the first day of the first reporting period following the change in business
model that results in reclassifying he Company 's financial assets. During the current financial year and
previous accounting period, there was no change in the business model under which the Company
holds financial assets and therefore no reclassifications were made

Impairment

IFRS 9 replaces the “incurred loss” model in IAS 39 with an expected credit loss model (ECLs). The
Company recognizes loss allowance for expected credit losses on the following financial instruments
that are not measured at FVTPL

- Cash and bank balances:
- Trade and other receivables;

- Due from related party.

With the exception of purchased or originated credit impaired (POCI) financial assets (which are
considered separately below), ECLs are required to be measured through a loss allowance at an
amount equal to:

» 12 Month ECL, i.e. lifetime ECL that results from those default events on the financial
instrument that are possible within 12 months after the reporting date(referred to as
stagel); or

o Full lifetime ECL, i.e. Lifetime ECL that results from all possible default events over the
life of the financial instruments, (referred to as stage2 and stage3).

A loss allowance for full lifetime ECL is required for a financia! instrument if the credit risk on that
financial Instrument has increased significantly since initial recognition. For all other financial
instruments, ECLs are measured at an amount equal to the 12-monh ECL.

The Company has elected to measure loss allowances of cash and bank balances. Trade and other
receivables, and due from a related party at an amount equal to life time ECLs.

ECLs are probability-weighted estimate of the present value of credit losses. These are measured as the
present value of the difference between the cash flow to the Company under the contract and the cash
flows that the Company expects to receive arising from weighting of multiple future economic
scenarios. Discounted at the asset's EIR.

Loss allowance for financial investmenis measured at amortized costs are deducted from gross carrying
amount of assets. For debt securities a FVTOCI, the loss allowance is recognized in the OCI, instead of
reducing the carrying amount of the asset.

When determining whether the credit risk of a financial asset has increased significantly since initial
recognition and when estimating ECLs, the Company considers reasonable and supportable
information that is relevant and available without undue costs or effort. This includes both quantitative
and qualitative including forward-looking information.

For certain categories of financial assets, assets that are assessed not to be impaired individually are. in
addition, assessed for impairment on a collective basis. Objective evidence of impairment for a
portfolio of receivables could include the Company 's past experience of collecting payments, an
increase in the number of delayed payments in the portfolio as well as observable changes in nationai
or local economic conditions that correlate with default on receivables.

Impairment losses related to cash and bank balances, trade and other receivables and due from a related
party, are presented separately in the interim condensed statement of income and other comprehensive
income
The Company considers a debt security to have low credit risk when its credit risk rating is equivalent
to the globally understood definition of the grade of the investment
Measurement of ECL
The Company employs statistical models for ECL calculations. ECLs are a probability-weighted
estimate of credit losses. For measuring ECL under IFRS 9, the key input would be the term structure
of the following variables.

e Probability of default (PD);

o Loss given default (LGD); and

s Exposure at default (EAD).
These parameters will be derived from our internally developed statistical models and other historical
data. They will be adjusted to reflect forward — looking information

Credit-impaired financial assets

A financial asset is credit-impaired when one or more events that have a detrimental impact on the
estimated future cash flows of the financial assets have occurred. Credit-impaired financial assets are
referred to stage 3 assets. At each reporting date, the Company assesses Whether financial assets
carried at amortized costs and debt securities at FVTOCI at credit-impaired. A financial asset is credit
impaired when one or more events that have a detrimental impact in the estimated future cash flows of
the financial asset have occurred.

DE-recognition of financial assets

The Company de-recognizes a financial asset only when the contractual rights to the cash flows from
the asset expire, or when it transfers the financial asset and substantially all the risks and rewards of
ownership of the asset to another entity .If the Company neither transfers nor retains substantially all
the risks and rewards of ownership and continues to control the transferred asset, the Company
recognizes its retained interest in the asset and an associated liability for amounts it may have to pay. if
the Company retains substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership of a transferred financial
asset, the Company continues to recognize the financial asset and also recognizes a collateralized
borrowing for the proceeds received.

On DE recognition of a financial asset measured at amortized cost or measured at FVTPL, the
difference between the asset's carrying amount and the sum of the consideration received and
receivable is recognized in profit or loss

On DE recognition of a financial asset that is classified as FVTOCI, the cumulative gain or loss
previously accumulated in the cumulative changes in fair value of securities reserve is not reclassified
to profit or loss, but Is reclassified to retained earnings.

Presentation of allowance for ECL are presented in the condensed interim financial information

Loss allowances for ECL are presented in the condensed interim financial information as follows:
For financial asseis measured at amortized cost (loans and advances, cash and bank balances): as a
deduction from the gross carrying amount of the assets.

For debt instruments measured at FVTOCI no loss allowance is recognized in the interim condensed
statement of financial position as the carrying amount is at fair value. However, the less allowance is
included as part of the revaluation amount in re-evaluation reserve and recognized in other
comprehensive income.

Revenue recognition
IFRS 15 "Revenue from contracts with customers" outlines a single comprechensive model of

accounting for revenue arising from contracts with customers and supersedes current revenue
recognition guidance found across several standards and Interpretation within IFRSs. It establishes a
new five-step model that will apply to revenue arising from contracts with customers.

Stepl: identify the contract with customer : A contract is defined as an agreement between two or
more parties that creates enforceable rights and obligations and sets out the criteria for each of those
rights and obligations.

Step 2: Identify the performance obligations in the contract : performance obligation in a contract
is a promise to transfer a good or service to the customer

Step 3 :Determine the transaction price Transaction price is the amount of consideration to which
the Company expects to be entitled in exchange for transferring the goods and services to a customer
excluding amount collected on behalf of third parties.

Step 4 : Allocate the transaction price to the performance obligations in the contraet: For a
contract that has more than one performance obligation the Company will allocate the transaction price
to each performance obligation in an amount that depicts the consideration to which the Company
expects to be entitled in exchange for satisfying each performance obligation.

Step 5: Recognize revenues as and when the entity satisfies the performance obligation
The Company recognizes revenue over time if any one of the following criteria is met:

The customer simultaneously receives and consumes the benefits provided by the Company
performance as The Company performs.

The Company performance creates or enhances an asset that the customer controls as the asset is
created or enhanced or

The Company performance does not create an asset with an alternative use to the Company and the
entity has an enforceable right to payment for performance obligation completed to date the Company
allocates the transaction price to the performance obligations in a contract based on the input method
which requires the revenue recognition on the basis of the Company efforts or inputs to the satisfaction
of the performance obligations. The Company estimates the total costs to complete the projects in order
to determine amount of revenue to be recognized.
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- When he Company satisfies A performance obligation by delivering the promised goods and scrvices,
it creates a contract asset based on the amount of consideration eamed by the performance. wherc the
amount of consideration received from the customer cxceeds the amount of revenue recognized this

gives rise to a contract liability.

- Revenue is measured at the fair value of consideration received or receivable, taking into account the
contractually agreed terms of payment. the Company assesscs its revenue arrangements against
specific criteria to determine if it is acting as a principal or agent and has concluded that it is acting as a
principal all of its revenue arrangements.

- Revenue is recognized in the interim condensed consolidated financial statements to the extent that it
is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the Company and the revenue and costs, if and when
applicable, can be measured reliably.

Critical accounting judgments and key sources of estimation uncertainty

The preparation of condensed consolidated financial statements requires management to make
judgments estimatcs and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policics and the rcported
amounts of assets and liabilitics, income and expense. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

In preparing thesc condensed consolidated financial statements, the significant Judgments made by
management in applying the Company accounting policies and the key sources of estimation
uncertainty were the same as those that applied to the audited annual consolidated financial statements.

Critical judgments in applying the Company's accounting policics in respect of IFRS 9

Business model assessment:

Classification and measurement of financial assets depends on the results of the SPPI and the business
model test. The Company determines the busincss model at a level that reflects how Company s of
financial asscts were managed together to achieve a particular business objective. This assessment
includes judgments rcflecting all relevant evidence including how the performance of the assets is
evaluated and their performance measured, the risks that affect the performance of the assets and how
these arc managed and how the managers of f he assets arc compensated. Monitoring is part of the
Company s continues assessment of whether the business model for which the remaining financial
assets are held continues to be appropriate and if it is not appropriate whether there has been a change
in business model and so a prospective change to the classification of those assets.

Significant increase of credit risk

ECLs are measured as an allowance cqual to 12-month ECL for stagel assets, or lifetime ECL assets
for stage 2 or stage 3 assets. An asset moves to stage 2 when its credit risk has increased significantly
since initial recognition. IFRS 9 does not define what constitutes a significant increase in credit risk. In
assessing whether the credit risk of an asset has significantly increased the Company takes into account
qualitative and quantitative rcasonable and supportable forward looking information.

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Establishing Company s of assets with similar credit risk characteristics

When ECLs are measured on a collective basis, the financial instruments are Company collected on the
basis of shared risk characteristics (e g, instrument type, credit risk grade, collateral type, date of initial
recogpition, remaining term to maturity, industry, geographic location of the borrower, etc.). The
Company monitors the appropriateness of the credit risk characteristics on an ongoing basis to assess
whether they continue to be similar. This is required in order to ensure that should credit risk
characteristics change there is appropriate re-segmentation of the assets. This may result in new
porifolios being created or assets moving to an existing portfolio that better reflects the similar credit
tisk characteristics of that Company of assets. Re-segmentation of portfolios and movement between
portfolios is more common when there is a significant Increase in credit risk (or when that significant
increase reverses) and so assets move from |2-month to lifetime ECLs, or vice versa, but it can also
accur within portfolios that continue to be measured on the same basis of 12 month or lifetime ECLs
but the amount of the ECLs changes because the credit risk of the portfolios differ.

Models and assumptions used

The Company uses various models and assumptions in measuring fair value of financial assets as well
as in estimating ECL. Judgment is applied in identifying the most appropriate model for each type of
asset, as well as for determining the assumptions used in these models, including assumptions that
relate to key drivers of credit risk.

Key sources of estimation uncertainty in respect of IFRS 9

The following are key estimations that the management has used in the process of applying the
Company's accounting policies and that have the most significant effect on the amounts recognized in
condensed consolidated interim financial statements.

Establishing the number and relative weightings of forward-looking scenarios for each type of product
/market determining the forward looking information relevant to each scenario: When measuring ECL
the Company uses reasonable and supportable forward looking information, which s based on
assumptions for the future movement of different economic drivers and how these drivers will affect
each other .

Probability of Default
PD constitutes a key input in measuring ECL. PD is an estimate of the likelihood of Default likelihood

of default over a given time horizon, the calculation of which includes historical data, assumptions and
expectations of future conditions.

Loss Given to Default

LGD is an estimate of the loss arising on default. It is based on the difference between the contractual
cash flows due and those that the lender would expect to receive, taking into account cash flows from
collateral and integral credit enhancements.

Revenue Recognition

The tuition revenues are recognized when tutorial services are provided.

Student Transportation and University facilities and other operating income are recognized on
accrual basis.
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The Company adopted IFRS 16using the revised retrospective method of adoption with the initial
application date on 1January 2019 under this method; the standard is applied retroactively with the
cumulative effect of the application of the recognized standard at the date of initial application.

The Company has chosen to use the functional transition method that permits the application of the
Standard only to contracts previously designated as leases applying IAS 17 and Interpretation 4on the
date of initial application. The Company has also chosen to use investigation exemptions for leases
which, at the inception date, have a term of 12months or less and do not include a purchase option
("short term leases™) and leases where the underlying asset is of low value (" the value™).

Expenses

Expenses are reported in the Statement of Comprehensive Income according to its nature, and the
expense principally arising from the costs spent on salaries and wages, depreciations, student's
health insurance, maintenance, consumed materiais, electricity water and fuels, for the purpose of
providing services. The expenses are classified and reported as Administrative and operating
expenses.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash, demand deposits, and highly liquid investments with original
maturities of three months or less.

Accounts receivable
Accounts receivable are recorded at the original amount less a provision for any uncollectible amount.
An estimate for doubtful debts is made when collection of the full amount is no longer probable

Accounts payable and Aecruals
Liabilities are recognized for amounts to be paid in the future for services or goods received whether
billed by the supplier or not.

Inventory
Finished goods and work in process are stated at the lower of cost or net realizable value, and it stated at
cost which is determined by using a First in First Qut cost basis.

Property and equipment

Property and equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. Expenditure on
maintenance and repairs is expensed. Depreciation is provided over the estimated useful lives of
the applicable assets using the straight-line method. The estimated rates of depreciation of the
principal classes of assets are as follows:

Furniture 15%
Equipments, devices and elevators 12-25%

Parking, roads, landscapes 10%
Books, tools and others 5-25%

Useful lives and the depreciation method are reviewed periodically to make sure that the method
and amortization period appropriate with the expected economic benefits of property and equipment.
Impairment test is performed to the value of the property and equipment that appears in the Statement of
Financial Position When any events orchanges in circumstances shows thatthis valueis non-
recoverable.
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In case of any indication to impairment, Impairment losses are calculated according to the policy of the
low value of the assets

Atthe exclusion of any subsequent property and equipment, recognize the value of gains or losses
resulting, Which represents the difference between the net proceeds of exclusion and the value of the
property and equipment that appears in the Statement of Financial Position, Gross Profit and loss.

The Provisions

The provision had been formed, when the Company has a present obligation (legal or expected)
from past events which its cost of repayment consider accepted and it has ability to estimate it
reliably.

The provision had been measured according to the best expectations of the required alternative to
meet the obligation as of the consolidated statement of financial position date after considering the
risks and not assured matters about the obligation. When the provision is measured with the
estimated cash flows to pay the present obligation, then the accounts receivable are recognized as
asset in case of receipt and replacement of the amount is certain and it able to measure the amount

reliably.

Accounts payable
Accounts payable are stated at the obligation amounts for received services and goods, whether

billed by the suppliers or not.

The sectoral report

The business sector represents a collection of assets and operation engaged together in providing
product or services subjected to risks and returns that are different from those of other business
sectors, which are measured according to the reports that are used by the executive director and the
main decision — markers in the Company.

Group include key business sector to invest in financial assets & ready mix concert and the
transport sector and shipping sector maintenance& spare parts and operate only inside the
Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

Offsetting

Financial assets and financial liabilities are offset, and the net amount is reflected in the
consolidated statement of financial position only when there are legal rights to offset the
recognized amounts, the Bank intends to settle them on a net basis, or assets are realized and
liabilities settled simultaneously.

Income tax

The company is subject to Income Tax Law and its subsequent amendments and the regulations
issued by the Income Tax Department in the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and provided on accrual
basis, Income Tax is computed based on adjusted net income. According to International Accounting
Standard number (12), the company may have deferred taxable assets resulting from the differences
between the accounting value and tax value of the assets and liabilities related to the provisions,
these assets are not shown in the financial statements since it's immaterial.

Foreign currency translation

Foreign currency transactions are translated into Jordanian dinar at the rates of exchange
prevailing at the time of the transactions. Monetary assets and liabilities denominated in foreign
currencies at the balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates prevailing at the date.
Gains and losses from settlement and translation of foreign currency transactions are included in
the consolidated statement of comprehensive income.

Credit risk management

The credit risks represent in one part of the financial instruments contracts has not obligated to pay
the contractual obligations and cause of that the Company is exposing financial losses, However,
there are no any contracts with any other parts so the Company doesn't expose to different types of
the credit risks, The significant credit exposed for any parts or group of parts that have a similar
specification have been .The Company classified the parts which have similar specifications as a
related parties, Except the amounts which are related in the cash money, The credits risks that are
resulting from the cash money are specific because the parts that are dealing with it are local banks
have good reputations and have been controlled from control parties,

The amounts had listed in the financial statements data represents the highest credit risk expose to
the trade accounts receivable and to the cash and cash equivalent.
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Management of liquidity risks

Board of directors is responsible for management of liquidity risks to manage the cash
requirements, short, medium and long term liquidity, The Company managed the liquidity risks
through controlling the future cash flow that evaluated permanently and correspond the due dates
of assets and liabilities.

9. THE IMPACT OF THE SPREAD OF CORONA VIRUS (COVID-19) ON THE
COMPANY

The existence of novel corona virus (COVID -19) was confirmed in early 2020 and has spread
across multiple geographies, causing disruptions to businesses and economic activity. The
Company considers this outbreak to be a non-adjusting post balance sheet event. At this early stage
when situation is rapidly evolving; the Company has already mobilized a task force to assess the
possible impact on its business. Encompasses reviewing the potential risks and related to the chain
of financial claims in universities and schools in that level, around continued uninterrupted
functioning of sales facilities. It is not practicable to provide a quantitative estimate of the potential
impact at this stage. Given the level of education for each of the universities and schools in past
period of March 31, 2020 The Company does not foresee major impact on its operations issued on
operation result before March 15, 2020, if the situation is normalized within a reasonable time
period. The management and those charged with governance will continue to monitor the situation
and accordingly update stakeholders as per the regulatory requirements. Any changes in
circumstances may require enhanced disclosures or recognition of adjustments in the financial
statements of the Company for the subsequent periods.

The administration and those responsible for governance will continue to monitor the situation
and provide stakeholders with developments as required by regulations and regulations. In the
event of any material changes in the current conditions, additional disclosures will be submitted
or amendments will be approved in the company's financial statements for subsequent periods
during the fiscal year 2020.
